Students will not see their

attendance effected by illness.

Every student will need to have a
completed COVID waiver before

entering the studio. This is done on
our website,

www.bravodanceco.com. Every
student must abide by this rule, no

exceptions.

Until further notice, our waiting
room will be closed, with the

exception of:
1) Students may stay between

classes
2) One parent/guardian is allowed
to remain in the building for any
dancer who is 5 years of age or

younger.

Physical distancing will be enforced
in all classes. We have multiple

strategies ready to deploy in order
to maintain distancing and make it
easy to follow for young students.

Entering and exiting the building
will be one-way only. Enter only at
the enter door, and exit only at the
exit door. This will help with traffic

flow and maintaining physical
distancing.

All students will be required to
wash or sanitize their hands before

and after class.

All common surfaces, including
floors will continue to be

thoroughly cleaned as often as
possible by our team.

Students are not permitted to bring
bags or hang jackets on the hooks.

Students must bring their own water
bottle and their dance shoes only.

They will be given a designated spot
to keep their items during class.

Kindness over everything!
Because we respect that we all have

unique opinions and we respect
everyone's opinions, no COVID talk
will be allowed inside BDC. We
encourage our BDC family to, as

always, display nothing but kindness
for others.

Students arriving for class may only
enter the building 5-10 minutes

before their scheduled class time to
limit the number of people inside.
